South Wind Property Owners Association

Annual Meeting/November 16, 2006

Meeting was held at the Faulkner County Library, 7:00 p.m.  Members in attendance were:  Dean Click, Vickie Brown, Mel Johnston, Bill Yates, Terry Verkler, Don Searls, Mike Waters, Pam Allen, Steve Matthews, Rick Mathews, Daouda NDiaye, Dennis Allen, Bob & Helen Brooks, John Brown, Robby Shelton and Lisa Lockridge.
Dean Click called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Vickie Brown read the minutes from the last annual meeting of October 10, 2005.   Terry Verkler motioned to accept; Don Searls seconded.  Mel Johnston read the treasurers report.  Don Searls motioned to accept; Bill Yates seconded.

New Business:

Dean Click began the discussion about a few things that the POA needed to improve.  

1. New fencing:  Don Searls suggested that we repair or replace the fence a small amount at a time due to the cost.  Rick Mathews asked how old the perimeter fencing was.  Terry Verkler said that it was approximately 6 years old.  Every one in attendance agreed that the POA could not afford to repair the entire fence at once and doing a small run at a time would be fine.

2. Speed bumps:  Dean Click mentioned that the subdivision has several streets that seem to be a raceway and need the speed bumps more than others.  Those streets include Stone Wood, Blustery Way and Gardenia.  Bill Yates reminded the board that, when we first looked into this matter, we checked with the city about providing the speed bumps and we were told that we would not qualify for the amount of traffic needed for the city to pay for them.  Dean Click then asked for a vote as to who would want the speed bumps to be a number one priority for the POA.  Everyone in attendance voted unanimously for the speed bumps to be installed.  He also mentioned that the board realizes some of the POA members might be in opposition of having them and that before the board could go any further, there would have to be petition signed with at least 51 percent of the majority of households in order to get them.  Dean Click suggested that we specify which streets are in line to get the speed bumps since we can only afford to do one at a time, and to make the households aware that we cannot specify where they will be located on the street.  The location of the speed bumps will be made by the City of Conway.  The petition will also state that other streets can be added at later date if needed.  Bill Yates suggested that we have a map attached to the petition showing the people what streets are in consideration.
Dean Click asked for any other comments or suggestions.  Don Searls suggested that we do an addendum to Article XII, Section 1, Violation of Bylaws.  This additional phrase would hopefully deter the homeowners from continually violating the bylaws after they have received a notification about a certain violation.  The suggested addendum would read as follows:  Any violation of bylaws, which are not resolved by the date given in the notification letter, will result in a $50.00 fine each month with a cap of $200.00, for each violation.  After the $200.00 limit is reached and a final notice is sent, a lien will be placed against the homeowners property.

Bill Yates told the homeowners in attendance that this would only apply to homeowners that have received at least three notifications concerning the same issue.  Dean Click said that we need this to be changed so that the POA has a way to enforce the bylaws and keep our subdivision nice.  Terry Verkler motioned to accept; Mike Waters seconded.  Addendum was unanimously passed.

Dean Click opened the floor for nominations for the Board of Directors.  Don Searls suggested the board stay as is.  Terry Verkler seconded.  Vote was unanimously passed.
Don Searls thanked Mel Johnston for doing a fine job as treasurer in 2006.  Mel will be relocating to Houston, Texas in the near future.  

Don Searls motioned to adjourn;  Terry Verkler seconded.
