Southwind POA Board Meeting
June 18, 2007

Members in attendance:  Dean Click, Vickie Brown, Terry Verkler, Steve Matthews, Pam Allen, Don Searls, Bill Yates, Michelle Gilleran, Justin Story, Mike Waters, Jerry Harrison and Rick Mathews.

Dean called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and requested minutes to be read from previous meeting.  Vickie Brown read the minutes of the 03/26/07 meeting.  Bill Yates motioned to accept; Jerry Harrison seconded.  Motion passed.  Dean requested a current treasurer’s report to be read.  Steve Matthews gave a balance of $13,067.00 with 30 homeowners still outstanding on their dues.  He reported that another notice was sent to the remaining homeowners several weeks ago.  Justin Story motioned to accept; Terry Verkler seconded.  Motion passed.

Dean opened the floor to old business:

1) E-mail server:  Dean was informed that Brian switched us over to the new server without us being notified.  Brian sent an e-mail explaining how this happened and that he was very sorry for any inconvenience.  He also indicated that we would be given a free year of hosting for our trouble.

Dean opened the floor to new business:

1) Perimeter fencing:  There is a question from homeowners who own property backing up the Catherine’s Place and Favre Lane.  They want to know if there are no houses on the property directly behind them, who is responsible for mowing the property on the other side of the fence?  All board members agreed that the owner of the property or the city should be responsible until further notice.
2) Landscaping:  When Rick Mathews was getting signatures on the petition, he met the owner of the property on the corner of Forest View & Gardenia.  She wanted to know if she could be responsible for the landscaping on the entrances from Favre Lane and Catherine’s Place.
All board members agreed to allow her to do this if we provided her with a budget.  The budget amount agreed upon was $500.00.  The board also wants to install the concrete landscaping curbs before any landscaping is done to the entrance at Favre Lane.  Mike Waters is also going to get some new flags for the front entrance.  Justin Story motioned to accept; Terry Verkler seconded.  Motion passed.
3) Yard Buildings:  A homeowner received a letter stating that his building had not been approved by the architectural committee and did not meet the standards required.  He called Dean and asked him to stop by and inspect the building.  The homeowner explained that he bought the home from ERA Real Estate and asked them if he could put an outbuilding on the property.  Their response was that the building could be built if it matched the color of the home.  The board then discussed what the covenants and by-laws required in depth.  Justin Story suggested that the website clearly state that the board interprets the covenants as stating that any outbuilding must have like materials which includes vinyl siding, brick or a combination.  All members agreed to allow this homeowner to keep his building if he installed vinyl siding all the way around the structure.  Dean suggested that the Architectural Committee meet to discuss final specifications on the building.

4) Quarterly Newsletter:   Dean asked if there was anyone who would like to be responsible for this project.  Michelle Gilleran offered to help write it and Don Searls offered to help format.

5) Speed Bump Petition:  Dean reported that only one street, Gardenia, has not been contacted as of yet.  With 204 occupied homes, excluding Gardenia, 74% was in favor of the speed bumps.  There are 40 homes, excluding Gardenia, that have not been able to be contacted.  Even without these members not voting, the petition is able to be passed.  Dean asked Bill to contact Ronny to set up a meeting for the middle of July to discuss the future steps in getting the speed bumps installed.  Dean asked that Bill and Jerry attend this meeting also.  Justin Story told the board that most of the people he spoke to had requested reflectors on the speed bumps. Dean will have to look into this request further.
6) Secretary vacancy:  Vickie Brown reported that she will be moving out of the sub-division and asked the board to accept her resignation upon her closing date of her home.  Dean accepted the motion; Terry seconded.  Motion passed.

7) Annual meeting:  Don suggested that we start looking at the dates for the annual meeting so that there will not be any conflict with the holidays.

A date will be set at the next meeting.

No other business was discussed.

Rick Mathews motioned to adjourn; Jerry Harrison seconded.
