South Wind Board of Directors

Meeting March 7, 2006

Members present:  Dean Click, Terry Verkler, Vickie Brown, Mel Johnston, Jerry Harrison, Steve Matthews, George Heintzen, Bill Yates, Mike Waters, Justin Story, and Rick Mathews.

Visitor:  Steve Forbush, member of POA, lives on Chinook/South Wind II

Dean called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Vickie Brown read the minutes from the November 8, 2005 meeting.  George Heintzen motioned to accept, Terry Verkler seconded.  Mel Johnston read the treasurers report.  As of 1-1-06, the checking account had a balance of $2561.75 and as of 3-7-06 the balance was $3479.70.  Bill Yates motioned to accept, Jerry Harrison seconded.

Old Business:

(1)  Insurance:  The insurance policy has been paid in the amount of $1400.00.  $1300.00 was for policy and $100.00 was for the fee.  The POA has received the policy.

(2)  Landscaping:  Don Searls and Terry Verkler will begin the maintenance of the landscaping as soon as Classic Landscapers contract is finished.  Don and Terry have agreed to only charge the POA for the months that actual work has been done.
(3)  Park:  The board has agreed to table the matter of a sub-division park for now.  Dean suggested that Terry & Jerry begin a committee to find out some suggestions on improvements to the sub-division.  They will have a report ready by the next quarterly meeting.

(4)  New Bylaws:  The new bylaws have been filed with the courthouse.  George asked for a copy of the stamped bylaws for his records.

(5)  Hospitality Committee:  The committee will be mailing a survey with a list of activities that might be of some interest to the POA members.  This will be a good way for neighbors to meet each other.  Also they are looking into giving each new homeowner a basket filled with information about Conway such as a map, information about the local doctors, business cards owned by sub-division homeowners, a calendar and some more interesting items.  Dean asked George if he could obtain a list of any new homeowners. 

(6)  Street Repairs:  An email came from David Grimes concerning the street repairs that were requested last year.  The email said that South Wind was scheduled for street repairs in the very near future.  
New Business:

(1)  Checking Account:  Mel asked if the board would agree to allow him to look into automatic bill pay for the electric bill.  Rick Mathews motioned to accept, Terry Verkler seconded.  

(2)  Perimeter Fence:  Mel’s neighbor had to replace some pickets on his fence line which is facing Salem.  The POA is responsible for all fencing along Salem and Favre roads.  Vickie suggested that we add something to the website to let the members know that the board needs to be contacted if some of that fencing needs to be replaced.  

Steve Forbush suggested that the board begin publishing a monthly newsletter so that newcomers can be aware of the events and interests of the POA.  Rick made a motion that Mr. Forbush take on this project, Terry seconded.  The board agreed to pay for any charges that he would incur to get the newsletter started and would also pay for the monthly mailing charge.

Jerry suggested that a copy of the bylaws be included in the new ‘Welcome Basket’.  All members agreed that this would be very beneficial.  

Rick suggested that someone contact Sam or Tom about the parking on Gardenia by construction workers.  It has become very annoying when people are trying to walk or drive.  Steve Forbush also wanted them to be made aware of their construction trash.  It is not being contained properly and ends up in everyone’s yard.  Vickie agreed to call Tom’s secretary, Anita, so that she could speak to Tom or Sam about these issues.
George motioned to adjourn, Mel seconded.  Meeting was dismissed at 8:15 pm.
