South Wind Board Of Directors

Meeting November 8, 2005

Members present:  Don Searls, Leah Mohlke, Michelle Gilleran, Martha Cheshire, Terry Verkler, Jerry Harrison, Steve Matthews, Mel Johnston, Pam Allen, Vickie Brown and Bill Yates.

Don called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.  Vickie Brown read the minutes from the annual meeting, October 10, 2005.  Terry Verkler motioned to accept; Jerry Harrison seconded.  Mike Waters was unable to attend the meeting but reported a balance of $4924.00 in the POA account.

Old Business:  POA insurance

Don gave two quotes on the POA insurance:


Quinn Insurance:  $500,000.00 for $600.00 per year

 
                            $1,000.000.00 for $800.00 per year

                                        $2,000.000.00 for $1300.00 per year


*plus $100.00 fee per year


Farris Agency:  $1,000,000.00 for $1300.00 per year

Several members agreed that we need to make sure of what amount is covered per occurrence.  All members agreed to get more information on the $2,000,000.00 policy with Quinn and also to find out if there are any deductibles.

Don said that the changes to the bylaws that were voted upon at the annual meeting need to be recorded at the courthouse.  Terry will get a check from Mike to pay for the filing fee.

New Business:  Complaints & Suggestions

Several complaints and suggestions have come in since the annual meeting.  One suggestion was that we compile an emergency directory for the sub-division.  Members agreed that this would be a good idea in case of any kind of disaster but that we be selective on the information that is put in the directory about our children.  Mainly, just supply adult names, addresses, phone numbers, an alternate number and the gender and age of the children in the household, not their names.

An anonymous complaint came in about parking on Blustery Way.  The POA has sent several mail outs about the parking issue.  Apparently, people are not getting the point.  Vickie suggested that the complainer get as much information about the vehicle that is causing the issue so that it can be referenced in the notification to the homeowner.  Terry wanted to know about what legal repercussions we have if the homeowner does not comply with the bylaws.  Other than contacting the police department to see if they would enforce our bylaws, we may have to implement a fine.

A new website presentation was given by Brad Liverance.  He showed the board members how to navigate the tools on the website.  The upside of this new site is that we will not need to purchase other programs to keep updated.  When directors change, the website just has to be updated.  Don suggested that we have a email distribution list sign up sheet for the sub-division.  Brad informed us of several options in getting this list obtained:


1)  Outlook - only 100 email addresses could be entered - FREE


2)  Brad could enter the addresses, but it could only be done in his spare time - FREE


3)  Developer - give him the list and have it done immediately - $100.00

All members agreed to pay the developer to get this process done quickly and efficiently.

Bill Yates talked with the city about the park issue.  The City of Conway is interested in talking with us about the property that would be available.  The Parks Committee is in the process of looking for property.  Bill suggested that we set up a meeting with them or whomever is in charge.  Terry Verkler and Jerry Harrison said that they were willing to have such a meeting.

Martha asked a questions concerning the Welcome Committee.  What is the best way to obtain the information when someone new moves into the sub-division?  Several members suggested to contact George Heintzen, a real estate agent with ERA, who lives in the sub-division.

Don said that George was not able to attend the annual meeting because of illness, but would like to continue being a member of the board.  All members agreed to have him stay on as a board member.

Mel informed us that there was several occurrences of vandalism to vehicles on Windstorm recently.

Pam asked what to tell homeowners along Nutters Crossing sub-division about the fence separating their property.  The bylaws state that the perimeter fencing, which the POA is responsible for, is along Salem and any undeveloped property.  The homeowner has the authority to make any repairs or changes to the fence if they are backed up to Nutters Crossing or Catherine’s Place.

Leah Mohlke motioned to adjourn; Jerry Harrison seconded.
