GENERAL MEETING

DECEMBER 2, 2003

Pres. Terry Verkler called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and gave an introduction of the officers:  President – Terry Verkler; Vice-President – Don Searls; Secretary – Vickie Brown; Treasurer – Karen Phifer.

Vickie Brown read minutes of the meeting on 12-09-02.  Terry Verkler motioned to accept the minutes/Mel Johnston seconded.  Karen Phifer read a current treasurer’s report.  Mel Johnston motioned to accept the report/Don Searls seconded.

Jimmy Hooten, an electrician, said that the best way to get electricity to that area would be to do some trenching.  It was suggested that Tom Watson should be contacted to see if he could provide some help in pricing and/or maybe some help in paying for the project.  Don Searls said he would be glad to contact Mr. Watson after the holidays to see if there was anything he could do.

Terry Verkler made a comment that every concern that was raised at the 12-09-02 meeting seemed to have been addressed and that the POA has done very well for its 1st year in existence.

Jimmy Hooten commended the POA for the new flags that were raised at the entrance.  

Bob Sterling questioned about the parking of trailers, cars, trucks, etc. in front of homes.  The board members agreed that if there is anything that is becoming unseemly or a nuisance and going against the Bylaws, it needs to be addressed.  The complaint has to be in writing so that it can be reinforced.  

Terry Verkler opened the floor to the 2004 Board of Directors nominations.  Terry Verkler nominated Don Searls as President.  Jimmy Hooten suggested that the BOD stay as is.  Terry Verkler expressed the desire to step down as President because of work schedule.  At that time, the nomination of Don Searls as President was accepted.  Vickie Brown nominated Terry Verkler for Vice President.  Terry Verkler nominated Karen Phifer to stay on as Treasurer and Vickie Brown to stay on as Secretary.  100% majority accepted all nominations.

George Heintzen asked about the repairing of the streets after the construction vehicles were finished with Phase II.  It is the boards understanding that the streets are the responsibility of The City of Conway Street Dept.  Therefore, after the construction phase is finished, all members are encouraged to call the Street Dept. about the repairing of any damage.

Scott Maple raised a question about whether or not the POA could help do anything about the school bus issue, more specifically the route.  Terry Verkler said that his wife has complained about where the bus was picking up and dropping off the children but has received no positive feedback.  It was Terry’s suggestion that the POA look into this situation.  Bill Yates suggested that the Board of Directors set up a meeting with the head of transportation for the school buses and let them know our concerns.  Bill Yates also suggested that we contact someone about Salem road being straightened.  Although we appreciate the road being straightened, we have concerns that there is not going to be any stop sign and it will become even more of a drag strip.  Don Searls said that he would compose a letter for the BOD to sign and send to the Mayor and the head of the Street Department.  

Terry Verkler motioned for the meeting to be adjourned/Don Searls seconded.
