South Wind POA Board Meeting

June 7, 2004

Members in attendance:  Don Searls, Terry Verkler, Vickie Brown, Karen Pheifer, Bill Yates, George Heintzen, Leah Mohlke, Bob Sterling, Jerry Harrison, Wendell VanWinkle, Steve Matthews, Mel Johnston.

Don called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Vickie Brown read minutes from 3-15-04 meeting.  

Karen motioned to accept the minutes and Mel seconded the motion.

Karen gave a list of members that were past due on their POA dues for 2004.  She informed the board that the builders had not been contacted, however, she would take care of notifying them about any dues that were still owed.  She presented a ‘past due’ letter of notification to send out to the members and asked for it to be approved.  Jerry Harrison suggested that we may want to include a cut-off date for the members to have their dues paid before we place a lien on their property.  The board agreed to include a date of July 15, 2004 as a time limit, considering that they were due on March 1, 2004.  

Don opened up the discussion concerning the lights on the South Wind signs and the flags.  Keeling Electrics bid was approx. $500.00 per entrance and Conway Corp was $250.00 per entrance, plus $15.00 per foot to bore under the street approx. 60’, which was $900.00.  Total for the lighting would be approx. $1900.00.  Don questioned what the POA’s priority should be at this time.  He explained that the perimeter fence needed some immediate attention and that the POA needed to take care of this before the new subdivision on Nutters Chapel began building up against the South Wind side.  It would be easier to have the old pickets replaced, weatherproof the fence and possibly stain it without any construction in our way.  The board unanimously agreed that the perimeter fence is a first impression for our subdivision and it needed to be taken care of properly.  Karen motioned to hold off on the lighting and begin work on the fence.  Jerry seconded the motion.  Karen then suggested that we form a committee to go around the perimeter fence and do a count on the pickets so that a proper cost can be figured for the materials.  Terry Verkler, Don Searls, Jerry Harrison, Steve Marshall, Bill Yates and Bob Sterling volunteered to be the committee.

Karen asked about the speeding on Salem Road and Don informed the board that Conway Police was supposed to get him a report on the police activity on Salem, however, he had not received anything yet.  Don asked for any suggestions on the speeding issue in the subdivision.  Several members suggested speed bumps, like Catherine’s Place, be installed.  Bill offered to get the information on what we need to do in order for the speed bumps to be installed.  The board was informed at the last meeting that a petition had to be signed by 51% majority of the members in order to have them installed.  Karen said that she would be glad to type up a petition so that we can get the signatures.  When Bill gets the information from the city, we will proceed with that.

Several members also asked about the repair work on Salem and if we had heard anything about a three-way stop or round-a-bout being installed to curtail the speeding on Salem.  None of the board members have heard anything from Andy Hawkins or David Grimes concerning this matter, so Vickie offered to contact Andy Hawkins to get an update.  Terry asked about the school buses coming into the subdivision to pick up and drop off the children.  Leah said that she would find out who the board needs to have a meeting with and let us know.  Don said that he will be sending out an informational card to all members of the POA about the Lance Ellison project in South Wind II on how the members can help this family.

George motioned to adjourn and Bob seconded.  Meeting adjourned at 8:30 p.m.
