Board of Directors Meeting 03/14/05

Members in attendance:  Don Searls, Terry Verkler, Mike Waters, Vickie Brown, Leah Mohlke, Bill Yates, Steve Matthews, Dean Click, Wendell Van Winkle, Pam Allen and George Heintzen.  Jerry Harrison and Mel Johnston were absent.

Don Searls opened the meeting at 7:00 p.m.

Vickie Brown read the minutes from the 12-07-04 meeting.  Terry Verkler motioned to accept; Dean Click seconded the motion.

Mike Waters read a current treasurers report.  Mike also gave us an update of the 2005 dues.  105 out of 171 have already been collected.
Terry Verkler motioned to accept; Dean Click seconded the motion.

Several members complimented the new flags and the lights on the entrances of the sub-division.  It was suggested that the lights stay on from 7 pm - 7 am.  The board voted unanimously to do so.

Don told us that he was contacted by homeowner, Beverly Yokley, about a sub-division wide garage sale on April 2nd.  Don asked if the POA could pay for the advertisement in the Log Cabin since it would be considered a sub-division event.  The board unanimously approved.

Don Suggested that we schedule a meeting about the traffic calming issue with David Grimes, Andy Hawkins, Jamie Gates, Randall Aragon and Mayor Tab Townsell.  Don suggested that Vickie Brown type a letter inviting them to attend a Board of Directors meeting scheduled for Monday, May 16th, 2005 and to also contact The Log Cabin around the 3rd week of April to post the proper advertisement about the meeting.

The next item on the agenda was the Fall Festival that several board members had suggested to have instead of a cookout.  The entire board agreed to schedule this on Saturday, October 29th , 2 - 5 pm.  Don Searls nominated Dawnel Verkler to head up a committee for this event.  The board unanimously approved.

Don told us that an Architectural Control Committee needed to be put into place for any future concerns.  The board elected Don Searls, Dean Click, George Heintzen, Pam Allen and Steve Matthews to be on this committee.  Leah Mohlke suggested that an addendum needed to be put into the bylaws stating that any alteration or change to the original external structure of a home needed to be approved by the committee.  The board unanimously voted to approve this addendum.  This addendum would fall under Article VII, Section 2.

Don made everyone aware of some changes that needed to be made to the covenants & bylaws.  Several statements will be added to Article III. They will state:  1)  The POA Dues notices will be mailed out every December;  2)  Any member that is in default of paying their dues by March 15th, a $75.00 lien will be placed against their property;   3)  The POA dues are due on March 15th of the following year on any home that is purchased on or after April 1st.    Article IV will state the election of officers will be scheduled in the last quarter of the fiscal year.  Article VIIII will state that perimeter fencing along Salem Road and any undeveloped property will be maintained by the POA.  

The next item on the agenda was insurance for the Directors & Officers.  Don asked for any members to contact any other sub-division POA board members that they knew to find out information on the pricing and coverage that they have in effect on their Directors & Officers.  George Heintzen motioned that the board investigate this item more in depth and Terry Verkler seconded the motion.  

Don Searls asked for any further discussion on old or new business.  There was none.  George Heintzen motioned to adjourn; Dean Click seconded the motion.
