Southwind POA Board Meeting

March 15, 2004

Members in attendance:  Don Searls, Vickie Brown, Leah Mohlke, Jerry Harrison, Steve Matthews, Mel Johnston, Bill Yates, George Heintzen, Bob Sterling, Wendell VanWinkle.  Special guests:  Aldermen Andy Hawkins & David Grimes.

Don Searls opened the discussion about the Salem road situation.  He told the board and the aldermen that Mary Smith was supposed to bring up the issue at a council meeting.  He explained that the member of the POA are very concerned about the speeding down Salem since the road has been opened from Dave Ward to Eggman Lane.  David Grimes told the board that he had visited with Mayor 
Townsell about the possibility of a 3-way stop sign.  They both suggested that maybe instead of a stop sign, the city could install a round-a-bout in the middle of the intersection to slow traffic down.  This has worked in several areas of Conway in the past and it was suggested that this be a 1st possibility.  Andy Hawkins said that they would also work on getting more police patrol at different times to see if the speeding could be curtailed.

Don Searls also brought up the issue of speeding in the sub-division.  David Grimes suggested that the POA may want to check in to the price of the speed bumps like Catherine’s Place has.  He said that there is a one time charge of $600.00 per speed bump and the city would come out and make suggestions of where to put them, but it would ultimately be the POA’s decision.  He also asked if we had any MPH signed posted through the sub-division.  We informed him that there were no signs and he and Mr. Hawkins said that they would begin work on getting 20MPH signs made for the sub-division at no charge.  He also said that if we do decide to get the speed bumps, a petition has to be signed by 51% majority of the POA members.  At this time, Don Searls said that we had no more questions for the aldermen and they were excused.  

Don opened the discussion to the board members about the lighting of the entrances.  He said that he had called several electrical suppliers and only one had responded with a bid.  Keeling Electric gave the board a bid of $500.00 to install lights on both flag poles and a light on each of the entrance signs that are on the right hand side when you enter the sub-division.  Conway Corp still has to let us know how much it will cost for the transformers.  Bob Sterling motioned that we accept the proposal for the lighting and Conway Corp and that it not exceed $1000.00 total or the board will have to reconsider.  Mel Johnston seconded and a unanimous vote from the board was placed.

Jerry Harrision brought up a situation concerning the perimeter fences.  Don Searls wants everyone to make him aware of any old pickets that need to be fixed.  This project will be done by the members of the POA on a scheduled date.  We will post it on the website that we are having a workday for the sub-division.  

The board decided to have a spring cookout on Saturday, April 24th, 11 am – 2 pm at the same location as before.  There will be signs made to put throughout the sub-division about this event.

Bob Sterling made a motion to adjourn and Leah Mohlke seconded.
