South Wind POA Meeting
May 16, 2005

Members in attendance:  Don Searls, Vickie Brown, Terry Verkler, Leah Mohlke, Steve Matthews, Mel Johnston, Bill Yates, Jerry Harrison, Pam Allen, Dennis Allen and Dean Click.

Special Guests:  Alderman David Grimes and Benny Battles.  Mr. Battles came to the meeting to represent Conway Police Chief Randall Aragon.

Don called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  He began to discuss the traffic issues on Gardenia in South Wind II, particularly the speeding vehicles and the stop signs at Gardenia & Chinook.  Mr. Grimes agreed that speed bumps would be ideal for this situation if we could justify the numbers for the City Council.  We would need to get a petition signed and have a 51% agreement to get it approved.  Mr. Battles asked if it would be better for the CPD to begin stronger enforcement on the speed limit or if we need do other things.  One suggestion was to set up the trailer with the speed limit flashing and it counts the number of vehicles.  All members were in agreement that the trailer sounded like a very good idea.

Terry told Mr. Grimes that there were no speed limit signs in the South Wind II and that we needed to have a 4-way stop at Gardenia & Chinook.  Mr. Grimes agreed to place an order for more 20MPH signs and to have Ronny Hall look at the intersection for placement of a 4-way.  Dean asked if they could also have the sign ‘Children Playing’ attached to them.  Everyone agreed that the extra signage would be helpful. Don also asked about the damage to the streets in Phase I, particularly on Stonewood, Garden Walk and Bluster Way.  Mr. Grimes said that the city expends the money to overlay city streets every January.  He will talk to Ronny Hall about the situation and see if he can take time to look at the streets of concern and possibly get on the list for January 2006.  There were no more questions for Mr. Grimes or Mr. Battles.  They left the premises.

Mike Waters, the South Wind POA treasurer, could not be at the meeting.  He asked Don to inform the members that approximately 25 people were past due on the 2005 POA Dues.  He asked if he could send one past due letter to them before taking action.  We all agreed to do so.
Don suggested that we need to look at a date for a mid - late September/early October annual meeting so that we could nominate new officers for 2006.  Everyone agreed to do so.

Jerry Harrison motioned to adjourn.  Mel Johnston seconded.  Meeting dismissed at 7:30 pm.
